Recognising the need for developing leadership and
management potential the Short Course for Emerging
Managers (SCEM) responds by offering individuals
an opportunity to establish and enhance their career
in management.

WHO SHOULD ATTEND? 

The SCEM requires a matric or equivalent NQF 4
qualification for admission. In addition you need at
least two years’ working experience, or a
recommendation for participation from your employer. 

The course can also be offered as an in-house
programme for corporates as well as organisations in
the public sector.

Access to a computer and the Internet is a
prerequisite.
